NEW YORK CITY, NY (June 1, 2011)— Peace Action’s New York state chapter attended a rally today at City Hall to protest Mayor Bloomberg’s decision to layoff over 4000 New York teachers as part of the City Council’s budget hearing. Peace Action joined protestors, community advocates, and City Council members, including Robert Jackson, the chair of the council’s education committee.  

While Peace Action is an anti-war advocacy group, it is committed to promoting effective programs at home in the United States that will encourage the spread of peace in the future.  The budget cuts and subsequent layoffs would have a devastating affect on the already inconsistent New York City public education system.  Many are outraged at the choice to distribute the budget away from education.  

City Council members believe that the money eliminated by cuts can be found elsewhere. They have already shown that there are other areas of the City’s budget that can survive cuts better than the education sector.  Peace Action New York State focuses specifically on local peace issues and national concerns as they relate to the chapter.
