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PEACE ACTION AND AFFILIATES REMEMBER HIROSHIMA/NAGASAKI 

NEW YORK CITY, NY (July 27, 2011)— As the anniversary of the bombings of Hiroshima and Nagasaki approaches, Peace Action New York State and its affiliates prepare to acknowledge the tragedy by hosting a series of events to promote peace and discussion regarding the future of nuclear weapons.  The events of each chapter are as follows.
Peace Action New York State will commemorate the tragedy of the nuclear bombings at Hiroshima-Nagasaki on August 4th and 5th.  A film showing of the documentary "Hiroshima" on August 4th will be held at the Universal Settlement at the Houston Street Center from 6:30-9:30 PM.  Discussion will follow with John Burroughs of the Lawyers' Committee on Nuclear Policy. A paper lantern-building workshop for kids will be held on August 5th from 12-3 PM at Central Park’s Summerstage, parallel to the 66th street transverse road. 
Great Neck SANE/Peace Action will hold its annual Hiroshima Commemoration: “No Nukes, No Wars, Save The Planet” on Wednesday, August 3rd at 7 PM at the Unitarian Universalist Congregation at Shelter Rock in Manhasset Long Island.  The event will feature guest speaker Amy Goodman, host of Radio and TV’s “Democracy Now!” as well as NY State Assemblywoman Michelle Schimel.
Peace Action Bay Ridge is holding a silent vigil on Saturday, August 6th at 4th Avenue between 96/97th Streets from 2-3 PM. Black or somber clothing is requested.
Peace Action of Staten Island will be retelling the story of Hiroshima and Nagasaki in word and music, and host a walk. The event will take place Sunday, August 7th at 3:45 PM at the Unitarian Church of Staten Island, 312 Filmore Street.  
Upper Hudson Peace Action in Albany will host a vigil with banners on August 3rd from 12-1 PM in front of the Capitol Building on Eagle Street. The organization will also host a reading of John Hersey’s book Hiroshima in Townsend Park in Albany starting at 11am (anticipated end before 3pm) on August 6th.  The events are free and open to the public and the public is encouraged to join in the reading
Schenectady Neighbors for Peace, part of UHPA, will host a march through Central park at 4 PM on August 6th.  The procession will meet in the Rose Garden and walk to the new peace pole and the lake. 
 

The Genesee Valley Citizens for Peace will host its annual candlelight vigil at the Avon Traffic Circle (Routes 5 & 20) at 7:30 PM, August 7th.
The Western New York Peace Center and the Indigenous Women’s Initiative will host a Japanese Delegation and Dennis Banks to commemorate Nagasaki/Hiroshima and Indigenous People’s Day with Jigonsaseh Women of Peace on August 8th, 6-10 pm. 
Peace Action of Central New York will host an Interfaith Sharing for Peace and Lantern Ceremony on Thursday, August 4th, at 7:00 pm at Everson Plaza.  A procession will occur on August 9th at 11:30 am near Syracuse City Hall.  Participants are asked to wear white clothing, the color of mourning in Japan.
