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PEACE ACTION TO HOST TWO-DAY HIROSHIMA-NAGASAKI MEMORIAL EVENT
NEW YORK CITY, NY (June 30, 2011)—Peace Action New York State will host a memorial event commemorating the tragedy of the nuclear bombings at Hiroshima-Nagasaki.  The event will utilize film, storytelling, and public speakers to deliver information on nuclear power and to encourage attendees to join Peace Action in their work to end the proliferation of nuclear weapons.
