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PEACE ACTION NEW YORK STATE TO HOST STATEWIDE LOBBY DAY JUNE 30

NEW YORK CITY, NY (June 16, 2011)— Peace Action New York State will be conducting a statewide lobby day on Afghanistan on Thursday, June 30. Thirteen

PANYS chapters will be meeting with their Congressional representatives in-district on the 30th while the House is in recess. The PANYS state delegation will meet with

Democratic Congresswomen Yvette Clarke and Nydia Velázquez.
The goal of the lobby day is to ask Representatives to pressure President Obama to stick to his 2009 schedule of commencing sizable and sustained U.S. troop and military contractor withdrawals from Afghanistan beginning in July 2011. PANYS has already acquired over 200 signatures on a petition to be sent to President Obama requesting he keep this promise. Alicia Godsberg, Executive Director of PANYS, notes that this growing grassroots support shows how “ Americans are sick and tired of this expensive and deadly war.”
The President is on the verge of a new policy statement about Afghanistan, and Ms. Godsberg hopes that lobbying and petitioning “will influence his decision to make the right choice and begin significant troop withdrawal” PANYS chapters will also ask Congressional representatives to sign on to specific legislation that will push for an end to the war and bring our troops home.  The legislation includes Rep. Lee’s H.R. 780, Rep. Woolsey's H.R.651, and Rep. McGovern's H.R.1735. 
Peace Action New York State and its affiliated chapters will urge the federal government to shift funding priorities away from the military and wars and towards human needs and our communities.  They will also ask representatives to support the Peoples Budget of the Congressional Progressive Caucus.
